At our Field Day on June 4", the 8" grade students
presented to the K-2 classes and then to grades 3 to 6. The Peer Educators
created packets that were age appropriate and distributed them to all the
children. At the end of the activity, each 8" grader stated a sun safety fact and
when each elementary student heard all eleven facts they received the
sunglasses, hats, sunscreen and UV wristbands you provided.”
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As a result of the Suffolk County Department of Health Services and Eastern Suffolk
BOCES Teens As Teacher Training, the Sachem High School students embarked on a
Kick Butts Day Project. Scott Interrante and Gabrielle Donnally composed the lyrics and
music to the song, “Hold a Note, Not a Cigarette.” With the support of the Sachem
School District, Scott and Gabrielle were able to have their music performed and
recorded. “Hold a Note, Not a Cigarette” was a unique project that engaged both middle
and high school students to promote and support a tobacco-free life.
